A Do manual tests

A Fix what you find

A Repeat

 Important: change as little as possible
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« Take advantage of PHP5 features
A Revise your architecture (OO)

A Implement Exception Handling

A Replace legacy code with PHP5 functionality

 You don't have to do this overnight
A Incremental changes
A Not all features at once
A Refactor
A Weigh benefits and costs
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« Take Migration seriously
A Create a planning
A Don't wait until 8-8-8
A Take time for testing

 Get help

A Zend has migration services
A Use the documentation
A Ask the community

A Consider training
